ABOUT "PRINCESS IDA"
By TOM SHEPARD

A natural doubt is easily raised when one stops ro consider the obvious success of
Gilbert and Sullivan in this century; this century where the object of Gilbert's satire
has all but vanished. The scorn once applicable to female education has given away to
a healthy acceptance of higher learning for all who can muster sufficient courage to
muddle 'rhrough. \Vhy then is a vrork like "Princess Ida" so successful today?

For the aoswer, one must put aside the specious assertion that Gilbert and Sullivan
rise and fall on their sense of parody. Quite the conttary, the essential merit of the
Savoy operas is their beauty, their purity, and their charm. "Gulliver's Traveisl may
fail on stage, bur not rhe "Mikado", yet iboth are biting satires. There is, therefore,
some element which rescues Gilbert and Sullivan from dramatic mediocrity; in the
case of "Princess lda," this element is unquestionably the music.

For this show, a rewrite by Gilbert of an older stage play satirizing "The Princess"
by Tennyson, Sullivan has given much of his mos't beautiful music. The orchestra
takes on a chamber-like quality, the ballads are undistutbed by interjections of humot,
the harmonies expand, the rhythmic elements take on new force, and the soloists are
granted music of an almos't o,peratic caliber. Note particularly Ida's solo, in Act II,
"Minerva, Oh Hear Me." \Torthy of gand opera at its best, this aria fits perfectly amid
its mote frivolous surroundings. The bassoon, used so effectively in the later work,
"Mikado," gets its first comic opportunity in "Ida" where ,the three friends enter the
castle and proceed to imitate female behavior.

In the finale of the second act, Sull,ivan shows a surprising harmonic invention,
surpassed only in the Ghost's song from "Ruddigore"; in "Princess Ida" the men's and
women's choruses combine in a startling fashion aad the act comes to a thrilling musical
conclusion.
