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MEET THE CAST

W. HAYDEN BOYERS, producer of the
Players at Highfield and Professor of
Romance Languages and Literature at
Oberlin College has been faculty head of
this organization since its inception. Re-
sponsible for bringing the Playvers to the
Cape, Professor BOyVers possesses g pro-
found knowledge of the subtleties and
beauty that are necessary for the success-
ful presentation of light opera. His exper=-
ience and appreeiation stem from many
years work with young college performers.

ROBERT KREIS, in his third year as
Musical Director and fourth with the sum-
mer Players, needs little introduction to
our audiences, He gradusated from Ober-
lin, 58, with honors, and conducted in
1958-59 in contest the New Jersey Sym-
phony and other groups. Among many
other activities this year, Bob was guest
of Sir John Barbirolli for three weeks at
the New York Philharmonic, and was
assistant to Pranz Allers on the CBS-TV
spectacular “Meet Me in St. Louis.” His
“Suite on Welsh Airs” will be performed
by the orchestra this season.

SIEGFRIED SCHOENBOHM gassumes
the major director chores in his second
Cape season, He directed four productions
for the Players this winter: “Trial By

Jury,” “Ruddigore,” “Gondoliers,” and
“Beggar's Opera.” He is co-author with
John Patterson of an original play, “Cry,
Children, Cry,” which was produced at
Oberlin. A resident of Rock Island, IiI,
he eventually hopes to direct opera.

JAMES ELLIS, in his fourth summer
with the Players, returns after a two-year
absence to again portray comic leads for
which he is popular. In addition, he will
direet two shows: “La Belle Helene,” and
“Mikado.” He graduated from Oberlin with
henors in 1957, where he acted, directed,
and served as Chairman of the G & S
board. He is currently doing graduate work
in theatre at the University of Iowa. While
there he played lead roles in Stravinsky's
“L’Histoire du Soldat,” and Pirandello’s
“Six Characters in Search of an Author.

RAYMOND DONNELL, in his second
Cape season, is again Chorus Master of
the group. He graduated from Oberlin
in 1953 and received hizs M.A, in music
history there in 1954, Ray, a Californian,
plays piano, organ, and cello, and has
been a choral conductor, This winter he
was Music Director of the preduction of
“Beggar's Opera.” He has written music
reviews for the Oberlin Review, and pro-
gram notes for record jackets.

JOHN CROWE, a Cape veteran of three
Summers, apprenticed for one year with
the Cleveland Playhouse, and has appear-
ed with the Goodyear Musical Theatre,
and the Westinghouse Theatre in Akron,
Ohio. At present he is a voice major at
Akron University, where he is working
toward a Masters degree in music., John,
who studied for one year at Oberlin, is
the recipient of a five hundred dollar
voice scholarship for next year. He plans
& career on the stage.

WINSTON GOULD made an impressive
debut in his first year at Oberlin by cap-
turing the major bass leads of SBir Rod-
eric in “Ruddigore,” and Don Alhambra,
the Grand Inquisitor in “Gondoliers.”
Winnie, a resident of Norwood, Ohio, was
awarded the Baker scholarship, a four-
year, full tuition grant, He is g varsity
football player.

HELENE JOSEPH is one of the talented
freshmen who are bolstering the Players’
rapks this season. Among her Oberlin
triumphs this winter was her outstanding
performance of Susanna in a production
of the second act of Mozart’s “The Mar-
riage of Figaro.” Her abilities were further
emphasized when on a day's notice she

stepped in to sing Casilda in “Condoliers”
from the pit. Helene, who aspires to the
Opera. stage, apprenticed for one year at
the Hedgerow Theatre, near her home in
Chester, Pa.

JOHN PATTERSON, the Players’ lead-
ing tenor, is in his second Cape season.
He has sung lead roles at Oberlin for
two years now, including Cyril in “Princ-
ess Ida,” Richard Dauntless in “Ruddi-
gore,” Marco in “Gondoliers,” and “that
barbarous villian Macheath” in “Beggar’s
Opera.” John, who hails from Ithaca,
New York, is entering his senior vear as
4 government major. He is an accomplish-
ed guitarist and balladeer.

LOUISE READE might qualify as the
most-travelled member of the company.
She has lived in Los Angeles, Heidelberg,
Washington, D. C., and Hong Kong, An-
other of the Players’ talented freshmen,
she has assumed a large share of the
sopranc leads in her first Cape season.
At Oberlin she sang the part of Gianetta
in “Gondoliers.” Louise, who plans a zing-
ing career, is treasurer of the Okerlin
Association of Women Students,
