FROM THE PRODUCER’S DESK

Tourteen summers can add up lo a very long time indeed in “show biz" and the
Producer is becoming increasingly conscious of the hand of tradition which tends to
lay itself, sometimes lightly, sometimes heavily, upon all the Players’ activities. Since
tradition alse plays a greater part in the Gilbert and Sullivan operas themselves than
it does in almost any other domain of the theatre, we often find that our activities
represent a tradition within a tradition. Some of these fraditions are ynguestionably
bad but others are ungquesticnably good and zeern to slem from what the ancient phi-
losophers called “the nature of things.”

Cne of the goed traditions is the tradition of hard work. I wonder if even our owh
Company realizes what a fearsome task it is to prepare a new opera every week for
eight weeks — just how many boards must be sawed, nails driven, how many gtrokes
of the paint brush, how many snips of the scissors, how many strokes of the needle
must be made, hew many phone calls must be answered, how many tickets must be
marked and placed in the proper envelopes, how many notes of music, how many words
of song and dialogue, how many steps and gestures must be learned one by one in the
course of our full seasn. Sometimes we may indeed feel that hard work is a tradilion
more of our own creation than is the actual fact. Apparently it, too, stems from the
nature of things, for Sullivan in describing the original preparations for the first pro-
duction of Pirates records: “We had long and wearisome rehearsals but fortunately
our Comany and all the Chorus are charming and devoted people and spared themselves
no pains or trouble to do their work thoroughly well.”
